Testing new construction for 5 (h) (7) issues would:
1. Deal with a possible court challenge based on recent lower court decisions (mixed) as to when a complaint can be filed. ( The most stringent is 2 years.)
2. Be feasible as:
a. PHRC has access to new construction information
b. The process could be as simple as having a person in a wheelchair try to access the property to as complex as having a qualified person (including trained staff from all divisions) use a check lists on new construction during field trips and/or outreach.
c. Numerous programs existing for training
d. Numerous “kits” exist for measuring and/or confirming compliance and/or non compliance 
e. PHRC now has a matrix designed for completion of the accessdoctors website which could provide a “tester with the applicable laws and standards.
f. The completion of the “graphic “tour on the website will provide more data.
3. Excellent use for Community Volunteers Especially in Projects using “Stimulus” Funding!!
As in other testing noted above:
a.
The notice of the testing will force architects, builders, contractors and/or municipal inspectors to take more care.
b.
Plans for new construction will be more closely scrutinized
c.
More actual aggrieved persons will feel free to file with PHRC
d.
More requests for technical assistance will be received
e.
The legal deadline for filing will have more judicial attention
An Equally Important Aspect is that this will be an enormously easy program to replicate at federal, state and/or local levels
Most important it will provide FACTS!
 

Secondly it will provide FOCUS on the issue
